PROGRAMA DE IDIOMA INGLES

1. NIVEL DEL EXAMEN. El examen de lengua inglesa exige que los postulantes
posean como minimo el nivel B2 del Marco Comun de Referencia de las Lenguas
Europeas, el pardmetro creado y utilizado por el Consejo de Europa para medir la
competencia en todos y cada uno de los idiomas de la Union Europea. EI Marco
Comun establece 6 niveles de competencia: los niveles Al y A2 corresponden a un
conocimiento basico, los niveles B1 y B2 corresponden a una capacidad intermedia
de comunicacion tanto oral como escrita, y los niveles C1 y C2 equivalen a un
manejo avanzado del idioma, comparable al de un hablante nativo. A continuacion,
se cita una descripcion resumida de las destrezas relacionadas con el nivel B2,
también conocido como intermedio alto o superior:

Es capaz de entender las ideas principales de textos complejos que traten de temas tanto
concretos como abstractos, incluso si son de carécter técnico siempre que estén dentro
de su campo de especializacion. Puede relacionarse con hablantes nativos con un grado
suficiente de fluidez y naturalidad de modo que la comunicacion se realice sin esfuerzo
por parte de ninguno de los interlocutores. Puede producir textos claros y detallados
sobre temas diversos asi como defender un punto de vista sobre temas generales
indicando los pros y los contras de las distintas opciones.

2. ESTRUCTURA DEL EXAMEN. El examen de inglés esta dividido en tres
secciones: interpretacion de textos, gramética y vocabulario. A la primera le
corresponden 10 preguntas, a la segunda y tercera 20 cada una, haciendo un total de
50 preguntas, al igual que las demas materias del concurso. Todas las preguntas se
responden por seleccion multiple.

Para la elaboracidn de las preguntas se toma en cuenta el uso estandar tanto del inglés
britanico como del americano, por ser éstas las versiones mas difundidas y utilizadas del
idioma. Se tratara de evitar en lo posible los casos de conflicto entre ambos dialectos,
pero si los hubiera, prevalecera el inglés britanico, siendo la base de este programa los
examenes de la Universidad de Cambridge y los del British Council, tal como lo indica
la bibliografia que acomparfia a este programa.

3. SECCION DE INTERPRETACION DE TEXTOS. Para responder a las
preguntas de esta seccion de manera efectiva, el candidato debe ser capaz de
comprender varios niveles de lectura, sin que ello se corresponda necesariamente
con las palabras elegidas por el autor, pero méas bien con la intencion de este y el
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tono general del texto. Este puede ser declarativo, informativo, discursivo, ironico,
narrativo, etc. Al elegir las opciones, se recomienda no solo tomar una de ellas como
la verdadera sino también determinar por qué las demas son falsas. Esto exige que
el candidato sea capaz de leer y comprender un texto por lo menos con un 60 o 70
por ciento de la rapidez con que lo haria una persona instruida que tenga al inglés
como lenguaje materno.

4. SECCION DE GRAMATICA. El candidato que esté en el nivel recomendado
para este examen debe ser capaz de manejar con cierta facilidad los elementos
gramaticales que se citan a continuacion:
